Since its inception, the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) has sought to
build the official statistical system based on local needs and in accordance with
standards that guarantee the full membership in the international statistical
community. PCBS adopted a gradual approach to realizing current Palestinian
priorities. It has been able to accomplish several statistical tasks by relying on
primary sources, including censuses and surveys. In addition, it has cooperated with
public and private sector institutions in using secondary sources such as
administrative records to derive further statistical data.

We are pleased to issue our ninth Statistical Yearbook. This report is part of our
efforts to provide a continuous time series that make it possible to study general
trends in different fields by introducing a comprehensive statistical reference that
covers most demographic, social, economic, and geographic feilds.

This report provides official statistics on the various aspects of life in the Palestinian
Territory along with available statistics on Palestinians all over the world. This
Yearbook the Palestinian demographic, social and economic conditions in three
main chapters.

The first chapter discusses the most prominent characteristics of Palestinians in the
Diaspora, particularly in the host countries of Palestinian refugees, Jordan, Syria,
and Lebanon, as well as other Palestinian communities throughout the world.

The second chapter discusses the conditions of Palestinians in Israel, who are
suffering since 1948 under full Israeli administration and jurisdiction, in all areas,
including among others, law and regulations, as well as their economic, political and
social conditions.

The third chapter addresses the conditions of Palestinians in those parts of the
Palestinian Territory that are still under military Israeli occupation. The chapter
deals with the social, economic, medical, educational, and cultural conditions, in
addition to other areas.

We hope that this manages to bridge another informational gap besides contributing
to providing one of the main basic references for Palestine official statistics, which
aims to enhance development and assist decision makers in formulating decisions
and plans based on scientific and professional foundations.

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Chapter One

Palestinians in Diaspora

The Nakba (Catastrophe) constituted a black period in Palestinian history, when the
Palestinian people were confronted with indescribable acts of oppression,
dispossession, and suffering.

Palestinians who sought refuge in countries outside Palestine encountered all types
of abuse and agonies. On the one hand, they were uprooted from their homeland
and deprived of their property and homes. On the other hand, they sought refugee in
countries where they had no power or will. At the time of their dispossession, the
Palestinians felt that their expulsion and refugee status would be temporary. They
believed that their situation would not last more than several weeks or months, after
which they would return in victory and with their honor restored. Thus, they paid
little attention to their living circumstances in their host countries. Their hearts
remained with Palestine, waiting for the signal for return. As one year followed the
next, they realized that the Nakba would last longer than expected, and that
Palestinians would endure more pain and suffering. Popular movements and
organizations emerged to defend the rights of the Palestinians wherever they were
located. The situation remained unchanged with no unified political and powerful
entity representing all the Palestinians of the Diaspora until the foundation of the
Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO). The emergence of the Palestinian revolt in
1965 caught the attention of most countries and gained their recognition. The PLO
then became the sole political representative of all Palestinians everywhere, in spite
of the fact that part of the Palestinian territory was subject to Arab administration
(Jordan in the West Bank and Egypt in the Gaza Strip).

PCBS has been constantly working on collecting, tabulating and disseminating of
statistical data on the Palestinians both in Palestine and in the Diaspora. This task
has always faced several constraints such as the shortage of separate data on
Palestinians in the Diaspora, as well as accurate and up-to-date data; data is mainly
excerted from UNRWA records. We hope to overcome these constraints in the near
future.

The difficulty in creating a statistical database about Palestinians in the Diaspora lies
in their dispersion both among a number of countries and within different areas of
such countries. The Palestinians did not consider their communities as isolated
ghettos; instead, they participated in the life of the countries they resided in, but
retained their distinctiveness and identity at the same time. The civil and
administrative laws of the host countries made this task more difficult, by preventing
integration with the population that resides there.

These hindrances and other subjective complications made it difficult to provide
consistent and comprehensive statistical data on all Palestinians in the Diaspora.
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This chapter puts forth a set of data and statistical indicators dealing with
population, employment, education, health and living and housing conditions for the
Palestinians living in the Diaspora, especially in Jordan, Syria and Lebanon.

This chapter mainly relies on data that have been extracted from the administrative
records of public, international and regional organizations. The most important of
these sources were the United Nations Works and Relief Agency in the Near East
(UNRWA), Central Bureau of Statistics and Natural Resources, and the Norwegian
Institute for Applied Social Sciences (FAFO). Likewise, this chapter makes use of
the data obtained through field surveys conducted on the Palestinian communities
abroad in addition to estimates from the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics and
assumptions applied in specific areas.
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Palestinians in the Diaspora — Summary
Population:

- The total number of Palestinian population in the Diaspora at the
end of 2007 was estimated to 5.0 million, of which 2.9 million
were in Jordan, 1.6 million in the Remaining Arab countries, and
580 thousand in foreign countries.

- The registered Palestinian refugees in Jordan, Syria, Lebanon, and
Palestinian Territory in 2007 were 4.6 million.

Education (2005/2006):

- The total number of refugee students in UNRWA, goverment and
private schools was 234,956 in Jordan, 49,774 in Lebanon, and
87,748 in Syria.

- The total number of classes in UNRWA Schools was 3,353 in
Jordan, 1,641 in Syria, and 1,096 in Lebanon.

- The total number of teachers in UNRWA schools was 4,790 in
Jordan, 2,193 in Syria, and 1,526 in Lebanon.

Health (2002 and 2005):

- The total number of Palestinian Red Crescent Hospitals in
Lebanon was 5 hospitals in 2002 with 195 beds in 2005, 3
hospitals in Syria in 2002 with 145 beds in 2005, and one hospital
in Egypt in 2002 with 130 beds in 2005.

Housing Conditions:

- In Jordan, the percent of households living in crowded housing
units (3 persons or more per room) was 34.2%, in 2000.

- In Syria, the percent of the owned housing units was 92.4%, the
rented was 6.1% and 1.5% was considered without payment, in
2001.

Living Conditions (2006):

- The percent of deep poverty cases was 12.0% in Lebanon, 7.0% in
Syria, and 3.0% in Jordan.

Labor:

- Labor force rate for persons aged 15 years and over in Jordan was
40.9% in 2000, 49.3% in Syria in 2000, and 42.3% in Lebanon in
1999.

- The unemployment rate from the total Palestinian population aged
15 years and over in Jordan was 5.3%, 8.5% in Syria in 2000 and
6.9% in Lebanon in 1999.
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Chapter Two 2

Palestinians in Israel

The Palestine Catastrophe (Nakba) of 1948 resulted in the occupation of more than
three quarters of Palestine, the destruction of 531 communities and the expulsion of
85% of the Palestinian population. Thus, Israel was established on that part of
Palestine occupied in 1948, which amounts to 78% of historical Palestine. The
Palestinian population who remained in their homeland came under direct and
complete Israeli sovereignty. They were considered Israeli citizens and subjected to
various policies and practices that sought to obliterate the Palestinian identity and
culture.

Statistically speaking, all data on Palestinians living in this part of historical
Palestine occupied in 1948 were considered part of the Israeli statistical system.
Thus, all Israeli statistical issues and publications include data on the Palestinian
population.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics strove hard to compile, tabulate, and
disseminate statistical data on the Palestinians living in Israel despite the difficulties,
including the scarcity of separate data available on those Palestinians, in addition to
the complications associated with compiling statistical data about them.

Nevertheless, data disseminated in this chapter constitutes a general statistical
diagnosis of the Palestinian reality in Israel. This chapter presents statistics on the
Palestinians in Israel including demographic, educational and labor force
characteristics. It is worth noting that such statistics are derived from the reality of
living conditions in Israel. Thus, any possible comparisons for any of the statistical
indicators should be made with those pertinent to the population in Israel and not
with the Palestinians in other places. Some changes occurred in the data of this
chapter which refers to revision and modification as in its sources.

Data does not include those parts of Jerusalem which were annexed by Israel in
1967, except for education data which included Jerusalem. We indicated that the
data of scholastic year 2005/2006 was adjusted, and the data of scholastic year
2006/2007 is primary.

Data in this chapter was mainly derived from the administrative records and the
publications of the Israeli Central Bureau of Statistics (Statistical Series, No. 59,
2008) and the Jerusalem Institute for Israel Studies (Jerusalem Statistical Yearbook,
No.20. Also, this report was based on the estimates of the Palestinian Central
Bureau of Statistics and outputs of certain statistical hypotheses.
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In addition, in the annex of this chapter, the data is based on the main findings of the
Socio-Economic Survey conducted in the year 2005 by the Galilee Society-the Arab
National Society for Health Research of Services in cooperation with Mada, al-
Carmel, the Arab Center for Applied Social Research.
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Palestinians in Israel - Summary

The total number of Palestinians in Israel was estimated as one million
persons (1,148,000) at the end year 2007, compared to 154,000 persons
following the Nakba of 1948.

The distribution of Non Jews in Israel by religion was as follows at the
end of year 2004: 1,420,505 Muslims; 154,473 Christians, and 119,303
Druze.

The average household size among Palestinians in Israel was 5.06 in
2007; the total fertility rate in 2007 was 3.62 births per women in the
reproduction age (15-49 years).

The number of students in the various stages was 479,217 students and
the number of classes was 12,883 distributed as follows: 8,130 classes
in the primary stage; 2,128 classes in the intermediate stage; and 2,625
classes in the secondary stage for the same year. Moreover, the number
of teachers was 28,846, of which 10,118 were males and 20,709 were
females for the scholastic year 2007/2008.

In Israel, the percentage of Palestinian households owning housing
units was 73.2% and 59.5% of Israeli households in the year 1995.

Around 26.2% of Palestinian households in Israel have a housing
density of two persons or more per household, according to 3.8% from
Israeli households in the year 2007.

In 2006, the total number of Palestinian persons (aged 15-64 years) in
the labor force in Israel was 354.7 thousands representing 43.6% of
Palestinians in Israel aged (15-64 years), of which 64.8% were males
and 21.7% were females. The highest percentage of participation in the
labor force were those aged (25-34 years), 34.9%, of which 33.8%
were males and 38.3% were females. The unemployment rate was
11.0% (38.9 thousand unemployed persons).
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Chapter Three 3

Palestinians in the Palestinian Territory
(West Bank and Gaza Strip)

Since its establishment, the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics has collected
statistical data on the reality of Palestinians living in the Palestinian Territory. In
addition to deriving statistics from administrative records of public institutions, it
has implemented many field surveys in the various demographic, social, economic
and geographical areas.

These statistical efforts exerted by the Bureau were crowned by the implementation
of the first ever Population, Housing and Establishments Census, 1997, implemented
by Palestinians. A tremendous volume of statistical data was collected on the
various aspects of the Palestinian population of the Territory. This represented
a revolutionary step in constructing a detailed statistical database.

All data and statistics produced by the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics were
published in different reports. In doing so, the Bureau aimed to make them available
for all parties that plan, draft developmental policies, make decisions and reinforce
the national regulations in building a powerful institutional country. The PCBS was
able to provide a tremendous database about the economic and social realities of the
Palestinian dwellers, in addition to their various characteristics.

This chapter presents a quick display of the most prominent and important statistical
indicators of various areas of Palestinian reality and of dwellers in the Palestinian
Territory at geographical, demographic, and social levels. Included also is
information about the household, culture, education, health, living standards, and
work, as well as economic and other sectors and issues. The chapter provides
definitions of important terms and describes the methodology used in preparing the
data.

The data included in this chapter rely on PCBS’s publications, which might include

broader, more detailed, and more elaborated information. Readers may refer to such
publications.

It is a vital production economic concept that refers to the value
generated by a unit engaged in productive activity. Gross value
added is defined as total output minus intermediate consumption.

GDP is an aggregate measurement of production of goods and
services taking place in a given time period. There are three ways
of estimating GDP: GDP by production, expenditure and income.

This item includes Gross Fixed Capital Formation and Changes in
inventories:

Gross Fixed Capital Formation: Gross fixed capital formation is
the total value of producers’ net acquisitions of new or existing
capital goods (including dwellings of households; in this sense,
households are considered producers of housing services) plus
major improvements to land and sub-soil assets plus cost of
ownership transfer of such assets. Capital goods may be tangible-
e.g., buildings, structures, machinery and intangible, e.g., computer
software.

A building or part of a building constructed for one household only,
with one or more independent entrances leading to the public road
without passing through another housing unit.

It is defined as the number of occupants per room (number of
persons who live in the household divided by the total number of
occupied rooms of the household).

For the purposes of the Population, Housing and Establishment
Census 2007, the household was defined as one person or a group of
persons with or without a family relationship, who live in the same
housing unit or part of the housing unit, share meals and make joint
provision of food and other essentials of living.

It refers to the person who usually lives within the household and is
considered as the head of the household by its other members. Often,
he/she is the main decision-maker and responsible for financial
support and economic welfare of the household.

It is the total value of inputs used, consumed or transformed in the
production process plus other production expenditure.

It applies if the person aged 12 years and above has an official
marriage document (issued by a competent court) but has not been
actually married yet according to customs and traditions applicable
in the country.

It refers to the marital status of the person aged 12 years and above
in the reference date of the Census.

Land use statistics represent one of the most important fields in official statistics. All
countries publish data and statistics related to land use. These statistics have
a special importance in the Palestinian Territory due to the scarcity of natural
resources as well as the political situation. These statistics are also an important tool
in measuring the change of land use over time; they can be used in laying out the
environmental plans and strategies. Land use statistics are further meant to provide
statistical data that play an important role in drafting developmental regulations,
projects and policies to organize and limit land usage.

Methodology

Statistics presented in this section were derived from different sources: Palestinian
Ministry of Agriculture, Applied Research Institute (ARIJ), Ministry of Planning, in
addition to the Population, Housing, and Establishment Census- 2007, conducted by
PCBS.

Data Quality

Data quality depends on the sufficiency and availability of the administrative
records where statistics were derived from. The discrepancy in the adopted concepts
in the source of datum and the international concepts may not allow us to rely
largely on these data when comparing with other countries. But at the same time this
discrepancy describes the Palestinian reality with regard to the subjects and the
indicators that were discussed. Land use whose data are unavailable were listed
under a different heading.

The population register at the Palestinian Territory (PT) was built in the aftermath of
the 1967 war through the Israelis conducting the census in the West Bank and Gaza
Strip for military purposes.

According to the Oslo 11 Agreement (20/11/1995), the Population registration
system responsibilities were transferred to the Palestinian National Authority
under the administration of the Ministry of Interior.

The Ministry of Interior runs the population register in the PT, updating it
continuously with changes occurring for the Palestinian population (enumerated in
the 1967 census).

The population register covered all of the PT, and includes the Palestinian holder of
a Palestinian ID card resident in the PT or outside. On the other hand, the population
register does not include Palestinian persons resident in PT and not a holder of
Palestinian ID card, Palestinian holders of Jerusalem ID card, and foreigners
resident in PT.

Data related to marriage and divorces are important in becoming familiar with the
demographic situation in the Palestinian society. PCBS considered the provision of
periodical and up-to-date data that aid in deducing future expectations for these
demographic indicators one of its priorities. The PCBS also had sought to provide a
complete database to these subjects to benefit decision makers, policy planners,
researchers and those interested.

Methodology

The population register is updated until 28/02/2008, by all changes of vital events
for Palestinian 1D cardholders such as “new births, deaths, marriages, divorces.”

Data sources of the population register are shared between Mol, MoH, and Ministry
of Wagf and Religious Affairs; data from these sources are pooled at Mol.

Published data on marriages and divorces depend on many sources: the
administrative records of Shari courts and churches in the Palestinian Territory, the
Demographic Survey, 1995, the Health Survey, 2000 and Demographic and Health
Survey Database, 2004 and Palestinian Family Health Survey, 2006.

Data Quality
The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics receives a copy of the population

register on a regular basis from the Ministry of Interior. PCBS carries out a series of
tests to check the quality and completeness of the data.
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Evaluation of births and deaths data of the population register for the year 2004 done
by the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics showed the percentage of
completeness of registered live births in the population register was almost 85%, and
completeness of registered deaths was almost 74.5%.

The source of marriages and divorces data were subjected to a series of procedures
to ensure the provision of reliable data through working on preventing error making,
removing error causes, finding such errors and correcting them when made. The
quality assurance procedure took place during all work phases in the survey,
beginning from the preparatory phase, passing through the executive stage and
ending with data processing and charts deriving. The data of administrative records
was subjected to field editing, consistency checks, and validity tests. These checks
revealed that the data are considered reliable and of high quality.

Education represents one of the most important sectors in the society. Governments
pay special attention to this sector since it constitutes the real investment in peoples’
futures. Educational statistics are used as an appropriate instrument to measure
societal and governmental performance in providing a suitable environment for
children and youth to practice their right in education. Also, educational level of the
people reflects, even though approximately, the on-going progress in the society at
the social and economic levels. It also portrays a clear picture of the quality of labor
force.

Methodology

It is well known that there are two main sectors for educational statistics. The first
is statistics that are pertinent to schools, students, and teachers as well as those
related to educational characteristics of the individuals in the society. Usually, data-
collection related to this sector is conducted annually using special questionnaires or
based on administrative records. The second source is through household surveys or
comprehensive population censuses that countries conduct every ten years.

This chapter includes data about education at various levels (kindergartens, schools,
community colleges and universities), and all supervising institutions (government,
UNRWA, and private sector) excluding the data of schools and kindergartens
supervised by Israeli municipality and culture committee. These data are derived
from the educational institutions databases for the academic years 1994/1995,
1997/1998-2007/2008. The chapter also includes data about the individuals’
educational characteristics in the Palestinian society for the years 1997, 2003-2007,
These were extracted from the Population, Housing, and Establishments Census,
1997 and Labor Force Survey 2003-2007.

Data Quality
Statistics included in this section are of a good reliability and represent the learning
and educational conditions in Palestine in a highly accurate manner. Data were

edited and made consistent before endorsing them as representative of the
educational sector.

The data that cultural organizations and household surveys provide are the primary
sources for cultural statistics. Data covers cultural organization activities in
Palestinian usually for the benefits from culture indicator as number of
organizations, individual frequent visits to them, as well as rate of beneficiaries and
their geographical coverage, in addition to cultural practices of the individuals
themselves are provided through cultural household surveys.

The main objective of this section is to provide statistics on cultural practices of the
individuals in the society as well as providing data on the cultural organizations and
activities in the Palestinian Territory that are necessary for planners, researchers, and
decision makers who outline developmental policies.

Methodology

In order to bridge the current gap in the field of statistics of Palestinian culture, the
PCBS executed several surveys about Palestinian environmental culture to update
the cultural statistics database. In the area of providing statistics about cultural
organizations, relevant official establishments coordinated their efforts to obtain data
about the number of cultural organizations and other cultural activities. A set of
monthly forms was designed to be used in providing periodical data about the
Palestinian cultural organizations and their activities based on administrative
records. Besides these forms, a set of dummy tables was designed to be filled out by
relevant governmental institutions depending on their own available administrative
records.

This chapter includes data related to cultural habits such as reading newspapers,
listening to radio, watching TV. As well as individual’s cultural practices. These
data are deduced from Households Surveys on Information and Communications
Technology -2006, and from the administrative records that were collected from
related organizations. The data represents the years 1998-2007.

Data Quality

The data and the indicators included in this chapter are considered of high reliability
due to carrying out many data quality measures, such as proper selection of trainees
and a well designed training program, in addition to data editing and consistency
check that guarantee a good control on quality of data.

PCBS sought to provide statistics on the most important indicators including
functions, activities, and other indicators related to health conditions in the
Palestinian Territory. This is part of an attempt to outline successful plans intended
to promote health conditions for our Palestinian people, and then to present them to
decision makers and policy planners.

Methodology

Statistics presented in this section are based on the data available from
administrative records of public and private, and governmental and non-
governmental health institutions. The results were deduced from the Health Surveys,
mainly the Palestinian Family Health Survey, 2006, which enables us to publish the
data on the governorate level.

Data Quality

The Heath Surveys data included a series of editing procedures. During their
operation, the data were followed up intensively and continuously to ensure
completeness and accuracy.

Special forms were also designed through collecting administrative records data and
then sent to the health institutions. When the forms were completed, data were tested
and edited for preparedness and completion. Then the data were entered into tables
designed for this purpose. Finally, upon data entry, the tables were edited and the
necessary tests were conducted to ensure the correctness, logicality and

The term malnutrition is used to cover a multiplicity of
disorders, ranging from deficiencies of specific micronutrients,
such as vitamins and minerals, to gross starvation or (at the
other extreme) obesity. This discussion is largely limited to
protein and calorie malnutrition, which is manifested primarily
by retardation of physical growth in terms of height and
weight.

Total hospitalization days divided by discharged patients.

A nutritional status survey measures and allows us to describe
the current status of the child, both in terms of immediate acute
factors such as inadequate current intake of food, childhood
diseases, and diarrhea leading to wasting, as well as the
accumulated impact of chronic deprivation leading to stunting.

This parameter reflects the achieved linear growth and its
deficit indicates long-term cumulative inadequacies of health
or nutrition. Two related terms are used when describing this
parameter: length and stature. Length is the measurement
while in a recumbent position and is used for children under 2
years of age, while stature refers to standing height. For
simplification, the term height is used for both measurements
in this report. Low height for age (below —-2SD of the
NCHS/WHO reference) ranges from 5 to 65% among less
developed countries. In low prevalence countries, it is most
likely due to normal variation, i.e. shortness; in less developed
countries it is likely to be due to a pathological process,
resulting in stunting. A pathological process can be from the
past or a continuous process.

This parameter reflects body weight to height. Its use carries
the advantage of requiring no knowledge of age.

Lightness and underweight have been
used to describe normal and pathological processes. High
weight for age is not used to describe obesity.
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Housing and Housing Conditions 3.7

Reliable housing statistics are necessary for social and economic planning at all
levels. They are similarly important for all social statistics that rely on samples in
studying the social, economic, and environmental conditions of households and
dwellings. It is evident that these conditions need improvement. To this end, it is
necessary to collect a volume of demographic, social and economic data large
enough to present a description of housing conditions and study the potential of
conducting corrective procedures.

Housing Statistics, including building and housing unit types, utilization, tenure,
foundation year, housing density, durable goods available to residents as well as
number of houses annually constructed, have important impact on the living
conditions of the dwellers of the Palestinian Territory.

Methodology

Data in this section depend on many statistical activities which are conducted by
PCBS. It includes the following:

1. Populations, Housing and Establishments Census, 1997-2007.
2. Housing Conditions Survey for the years 2000, 2003, 2006.
3. Housing Annual Report, 2004, 2005, 2007.

Data Quality

The data which is used from the surveys underwent a series of tests and editing
procedures to ensure data reliability in all its phases of execution, in addition to
intensive and continuous follow-up that aimed at ensuring data accuracy and
comprehensiveness. The data of the censuses 1997 and 2007 were subjected to a
series of procedures to assure data reliability through preventing error, removing
error causes, and uncovering errors and correcting them where made. The quality
control procedure accompanied all the phases of the census beginning from the
preparatory phases, going through the implementation phase and finally data
processing.

Tenure status indicates whether the household occupies the
housing unit as owner, rented, or other (include without payment,
and for work).

It refers to the way the building is currently used, regardless of
the purpose of its construction. The utilization could be
(Habitation Only, Habitation and Work, Work Only, Closed or
Vacant) .
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Living Standards 3.8

PCBS conducted the first Palestinian Expenditure and Consumption Survey (PECS)
between (1/10/1995 and 30/9/1996). The second and the third round of the survey
was conducted in 1997 and 1998, and the fourth round was conducted during (15
March 2001- 14 March 2002). Since 2004, the survey was conducted yearly, and
the eighth round of PECS survey was conducted in 2007 during the period (15
January 2007- 14 January 2008), the sample size wasl,714 households for this
round. PECS survey is being conducted for the ninth round in 2008 during the
period (15 January 2008- 14 January 2009). The PECS Survey enabled to provide
data about special consumption as well as providing necessary data to prepare
consumer’s price index and the contribution of household sector in the Gross
Domestic Product (GDP). It also assisted in estimating poverty rate, groups of
special needs and dietary situation in the Palestinian Community.

Methodology

The Palestinian Expenditures and Consumption Survey depend on the United
Nations and International Labor Organization (ILO) recommendations.

The sample is stratified cluster systematic random sample with two stages. This
sample consisted of 12 representative partial samples, one per month. Survey
duration was 12 months, thus bias that results from the seasonality of household
expenditures and consumption can be prevented. Registration period is one month
for each household.

Data collection was mainly conducted through household registration of expenditure
and consumption values. Field Workers conducted weekly visits to record the data
in the questionnaire. This was used in a flexible way. Households with good
educational background managed the registration process by themselves, while
households who could not manage registration by themselves were visited by field
workers on a regular basis to help them in the registration process. Data of durable
goods was collected by households by asking them about their purchases of these
goods during the previous twelve months from the visiting date, except for personal
means of transportation for which the reference period was the last 3 years.

Data Quality

Errors in this Survey are sampling and non-sampling errors. Sampling errors
resulted from studying samples in the society, and not all units. Non-sampling errors
occurred due to the spatiality of this survey and to the fact that many households
regarded it as an interference into the details of their personal lives. Thus there were
refusal cases; they were addressed by creating certain instruments to convince such
households to respond and consequently minimized refusal cases as much as
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possible. The data quality errors were minimized due to the high competence and the
distinguished performance of the fieldwork teams that were selected and trained
very carefully. It is worth mentioning that the response rate in the Palestinian
Territory was 94.3% in 1996, 93.7% in 1997, 92.2% in 1998, 86.0% and 82.0% in
the years 2001 and 2004 respectively. In 2006 the response rate was 79.3%, and in
2007 the response rate was 71.8%.

The approximation caused some differences in the values and totals of the same

variables.

The
second line adds other necessities including health care,
education, transportation, personal care, and housekeeping
supplies. Since consumption levels better reflect the population’s
needs, and help to specify the poverty line in Palestine, the
monthly consumption level is used rather than the monthly
income.

Methodology

The data collection plan relevant to crime and victimization relies on the
international guidelines pertinent to victimization surveys and administrative
records. International guidelines emphasize the necessity of data collection as to
crime and its different components. A method was identified to monitor and test the
data obtained from public institutions (police, Ministry of Justice, Ministry of Social
Affairs, and Palestinian Attorneys’ Union) through the conduct of periodical
victimization surveys. It is worth mentioning that there are limitations on the
variables that needed to be gathered whether from administrative records or surveys.
Data derived from administrative records are collected monthly. These are subject to
many technical operations, and they are published annually. Survey data are
collected every three years using the questionnaire as the main instrument for data
collection.

Data Quality

Sampling errors are related to studying a sample in the society and not all social
units. Those errors are easy to measure and anticipate. Non-sampling errors are due
to causes that are related to field workers, data editors, encoders, and data entry
operators. Some are due to the fact that some respondents view the criminal acts as
household private affairs. Necessary procedures were taken to minimize the effect of
sampling and non-sampling errors as much as possible. These data can be used to
derive acceptable high-quality statistical indicators about the reality of criminal acts,
victims and criminals in Palestine.

As far as administrative records are concerned, the following observations are
relevant to data quality. These data only represent the criminal acts that were
reported to a Palestinian police station or have been uncovered by the police. They
also include data about those on trial, those convicted in the Palestinian prisons, road
accidents in the areas that are under the Jurisdiction of the Palestinian National
Authority as well as juvenile and court cases. The inconsistency in the terms used to
describe criminal acts and the court types between the West Bank and Gaza Strip,
and among West Bank Governorates, make the comparison for these indicators
difficult between West Bank and Gaza Strip.

The data that derived from the administrative records do not include that part of
Jerusalem which was illegally annexed by Israel in 1967.

The main objective of collecting data on the labor force and its components,
including employment, unemployment and underemployment, is to provide basic
information on the size and structure of the Palestinian labor force. Data collected at
different points in time provide a basis for monitoring current trends and changes in
the labor market and in the employment situation. These data, supplemented with
information on other aspects of the economy, provide a basis for the evaluation and
analysis of macro-economic policies.

Methodology

Survey Questionnaire:

The survey methodology was designed taking into account the Palestinian
conditions, international standards, data processing requirements and the
comparability of outputs with other related surveys conducted in the Palestinian
Territory.

Sampling Frame:

The sampling frame consisted of a master sample of enumeration areas (EAS)
selected from the Population, Housing and Establishment Census 1997, the master
sample consists of area units of relatively equal size (number of households). These
units have been used as primary sampling units (PSUs).

Sample Design:
The sample is a two-stage stratified cluster random sample.

Stratification:
Tow levels of stratification were made:
1. Stratification by Governorates.
2. Stratification by place of residence which comprises:
(a) Urban (b) Rural (c) Refugee Camps

Sampling Unit:
First stage, sampling units are the Enumeration Areas (EAS) in the master sample,
and in the second stage, sampling units are households.

Sample Size:

The sample size in 1% quarter, 2007 consisted of 7,552 households, which totaled
23,211 persons aged 15 years and above. In the 2™ quarter the sample consisted of
7,552 households, which totaled 22,969 persons aged 15 years and over. In the 3"
quarter the sample totaled 7,546 households, which totaled 22,767 persons aged 15
years and over. In the 4™ quarter the sample totaled 7,546 households, which totaled
20,923 persons aged 15 years and over.
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The sample size allowed for non-response and related losses. Data collected on
persons aged 10-14 years aims to measure child labor indicators.

Sample Rotation:

Each round of the Labor Force Survey covers all the 481 master sample areas.
Basically, the areas remain fixed over time, but households in 50% of the EAs are
replaced each round. The same household remains in the sample over 2 consecutive
rounds, rests for the next two rounds and comes back to the sample for another and
final two consecutive rounds before it is dropped from the sample. A 50% overlap
is then achieved between both consecutive rounds and between consecutive years
(making the sample efficient for monitoring purposes).

Weights:

The weights are calculated to compensate for non-response rates and to satisfy the
population size estimations during the round for subgroups that are classified by
region, sex and age groups.

Estimations and Variances:

The outputs of estimates in the survey are of the types: totals, means, and
proportions. These estimates are produced by the use of ratio.

It is very important to calculate standard errors for the main survey estimates so that
the user can have an idea of data reliability or precision. The standard errors are
produced for the main estimates.

Data Quality

Statistical Errors:
Since the data reported here are based on a sample survey and not on a complete
enumeration, they are subject to sampling errors as well as non-sampling errors.

Sampling errors are random outcomes of the sample design, and are, therefore, in
principle measurable by the statistical concept of standard error. A description of
the estimated standard errors and the effects of the sample design on sampling errors
are provided in the previous chapter.

Data of this survey affected by statistical errors is due to use of a sample. Therefore,
there is emergence of certain differences from the real values expected to be
obtained through censuses. It had been calculated that variation of the most
important indicators exists and the facility with the report. The dissemination levels
of the data were particularized at the regional level in Governorate in the West Bank
and Gaza Strip.
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Non-Statistical Errors:

Non-statistical errors are probable in all stages of the project, during data collection
or processing. This is referred to as non-response errors, response errors,
interviewing errors, and data entry errors. To avoid errors and reduce their effects,
great efforts were made to train the fieldworkers intensively. They were trained in
how to carry out the interview, what to discuss and what to avoid, carrying out a
pilot survey and practical and theoretical training during the training course.

The non-response rate was between 11%-13% before October 2000. Since that time,
and after the Israeli aggression on the Palestinian Territory (the curfew and closure),
the rate increased to 15.7% in some rounds.

Occupation refers to the kind of work done during the
reference period by the person employed, or the work done
previously if unemployed, irrespective of the economic
activity or employment status of the person.

15 years and over, who were neither employed nor
unemployed accordingly to the definitions mentioned above.

All persons aged 15 years and over who did not work at all
during the reference week, who were not absent from a job
and were available for work and actively seeking a job during
the reference week. Persons who worked in Israel and were
absent from work due to closure are considered unemployed.

The number of unemployed persons was calculated under this
definition by adding to unemployed persons according to the
ILO standards, those persons outside labor force because they
were frustrated.

A person who works without pay in an economic enterprise
operated by a related person living in the same household.
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Prices and Price Indices 3.11

Collecting data about producer and consumer prices aim at creating specific price
indices. Due to the importance of this basic data, an integrated system was outlined
that covers all aspects of the strategies of collecting prices, their sources and their
geographic distribution. The price index is used on a large scale as an indicator to
measure inflation and deflation rates. The public use this index as an indicator to
guide households in term of household budget and its constituents. It is used to
measure differences in currency purchasing power, as well as to monitor the changes
that accrue to prices of market goods, and to monitor price directions, the market
situation and living expenses. Price indices are considered one of the most important
instruments used in preparing national accounts to eliminate income and national
gross accounts from the effects of price changes.

Methodology

For consumer prices, a non-probability (intended) sample was selected. This sample
represents all sources of different commaodities in a way that assures full coverage of
all goods that constitute part of the consumer’s basket in the Palestinian Territory in
terms of consumer price. For producer prices, a simple and random sample was
used, representing all large and small activities that enter into the producer price
system in the Palestinian Territory. In addition, a systematic stratified random
sample was drawn for some activities.

Consumer prices are collected through personal interviews of retailers such as
groceries, supermarkets, linen and fabric stores, restaurants, public services, private
schools and physicians among others. Consequently, prices of all commodities and
services prices are covered according to the rate of change and circulation in the
markets. Producer prices are collected from commodities production sources, that is,
factories that produce those goods in addition to vegetable and fruit central markets
in all selected area. All prices of commodities that fall under the definition of
producer prices are covered.

Data Quality

Published data are of a high quality. This is a result of implementing certain
procedures. These include a comprehensive coverage of the price movement through
collecting and registering all prices throughout the whole month, modernizing the
commodities framework regularly as well as tracking data sources, selecting
commodities of relative importance to consumer and producer prices, preparing a
monthly and weekly follow up program and training and following the researchers
regularly.

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Agriculture 3.12

The agricultural activity in the Palestinian Territory is an important productive
activity. The agricultural sector has an important and fundamental role in the
national economy since agricultural products contribute a large proportion to
Foreign Trade and in providing foreign currency. This sector also provides many of
the raw materials to other economic sectors.

The data that provided by annual agricultural statistics and the olive presses survey
fulfill the needs of research and economic analysis. These data also help decision
makers, planners, and those interested in drawing economic policies and
contributing to the development of the agricultural sector in this critical stage of
state building.

Methodology

Cooperating closely with the Ministry of Agriculture, the Palestinian Central Bureau
of Statistics designed a questionnaire that included the most important agricultural
indicators to represent an entire agricultural year that extends from the beginning of
October until the end of September of the following year. Data collection is
conducted at the locality level.

Agricultural engineers at the Agricultural Departments collect questionnaire data
according to the areas under the administration of the different Agricultural
Departments and in a way manner that covers all localities in the Palestinian
Territory. In some instances, data are collected for more than one locality in one
guestionnaire. The Ministry of Agriculture edits these data in the office and endorses
them before submitting them to the PCBS, which in its turn re-edits the data. Before
entering data, a number of data entry operators are trained to use entry programs.
Then data are entered into computers. To ensure accuracy of the data entered,
special guidelines were set up to edit the entered data mechanically through relying
on the logicality and consistency of questionnaire data. According to this
mechanism, the questionnaire sheets are prepared. These sheets include the
questionnaires involving errors. The errors are corrected and entered another time in
order to arrive at new and error-free data. Finally, results are derived.

With regard to olive presses, the press survey questionnaire was designed on the
basis of unifying all parts and questions with economic surveys questionnaires that
are conducted by the PCBS. In designing these questionnaires, the most important
agricultural and economic variables were considered. The olive presses
questionnaire covers all working presses in the Palestinian Territory whether they
were traditional, half automatic or full automatic presses. A comprehensive listing
was used in this survey. However, the non-operating presses were visited to confirm
their status. Data were collected annually from all operating presses during olive
picking season that extends from the mid October of the survey year to the
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beginning of January of the following year. The questionnaires underwent primary
editing by the field worker and supervisor before final field and office editing. The
questionnaires are then encoded according to the coding guidelines that are
previously prepared and used by PCBS. Before the process of data entry begins, a
number of data entry personnel are trained on how to use the data entry program. At
the end of data entry certain relations (programmed) between variables were used in
post-data entry editing, so the errors in any questionnaire are treated and re-entered
to get accurate and quality data.

Data Quality

Data collection of the annual agricultural statistics reports depended on the localities
as statistical units, whereas the International Food and Agriculture Organization
(FAO) recommends that an agricultural holding should be treated as a statistical
unit. Because these records are not used at the locality level, the data are subject to
errors, and thus the extent of human bias increases, where a discrepancy is observed
in questionnaire completion by different agricultural engineers, impacting the
collected data. Crop productivity, prices of agricultural goods, as well as the
Intermediate Consumption Cost, are estimated through cooperation between the
Ministry of Agriculture and the PCBS because of the inability to obtain these forms
from the Agricultural holdings as recommended internationally. The production and
productivity in the tables regarding fruit trees, vegetables and field crops contain
decimal fraction not apparent in the tables. It can also be said that many of these
gaps in data completion, particularly in the numbers of nurseries and wells, leads to
difficulty of in publishing and relying on these data. There is a discrepancy in the
reality and the accuracy of the data that are available from one governorate to
another. This is due to the difference in agricultural structures amongst various
governorates. It is also due to the extent of follow up continuity by the agricultural
engineers, as well as the range in the availability of administrative records that are
related to the agricultural sector for each governorate.

The role of the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics is restricted for editing, and
programming of agricultural statistics questionnaires for the agricultural year, that
have been filled by agricultural engineers in the Ministry of Agriculture, and also
estimation of some variables for agricultural accounts in the coordination with
specialists in the Ministry of Agriculture. The data have not been collected
according to international recommendations, so users should deal carefully with
these data.

Regarding the olive presses data, the conduct of comprehensive enumeration of all
statistical units targeted in the study (presses) led to the absence of sampling errors
in the survey. Also, there was a very good response from all press owners in this
season (2006). The use of the daily form to collect data on the quantity of pressed
olives and the quantity of extracted oil increased data reliability and quality.
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All financial data for this survey were collected in New Israeli Shekels (NIS), while
it is converted in the reports to US$ based on the average of exchange rates during

survey months.

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Transport and Communication 3.13

Transport and communication statistics are considered one of the main fields in
official statistics. Economically, the transportation and communication sector
contributes effectively to the gross domestic income. Geographically, it represents
the connecting link inside the society, and between the society and other societies.
The attention of decision makers, institutions, and ministries to transportation and
communication statistics has increased due to their importance in planning and
restructuring the infrastructure of the State of Palestine. The primary elements for
the transport and communication sector are generally comprised of ground
transportation, air transportation, and railroads, in addition to all telecommunications
components of all sorts such as all types of letters, incoming and outgoing packages,
basic calls and phone lines, as well as other components.

Methodology

In providing transport and communication data, administrative records were mainly
used. Data that are related to ground transportation, which include the length of road
network, number of vehicles and other data, were obtained from the Palestinian
Water Authority, Arab Studies Society-Land Research Center and Ministry of
Transport. Regarding mail statistics, the Ministry of Telecommunication and
Information Technology provide the PCBS with copies of the original monthly
forms that the Ministry obtains from administrative offices under its control in
different governorates, the data about main telephone lines, and about cellular
phones from Palestine cellular communication. The data about air transportation
from Palestinian airlines, and the data about road accidents is from the General of
the Palestinian Police.

Data survey for both formal and informal transportation sectors are collected
annually. An exclusively comprehensive survey method is used for the formal
transportation sector, while the activities are covered through a survey aimed at
counting the parks and the number of vehicles operating by a stratified round
sample.

Data Quality

Data reliability is one of the most important quality measures. Two types of errors
influence these data: sampling and non-sampling errors. To minimize these errors, a
preliminary editing process was conducted upon receiving the data from sources. In
cases where errors occurred or when data were unclear, relevant organizations were
consulted and asked to adjust the data according to their guidelines. Upon
completion of data processing, data were edited to assure logicality. Data do not
include those parts of Jerusalem which were annexed by Israel in 1967.

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Construction 3.14

Construction is a vital activity in the Palestinian Economy. It contributes
substantially in the Palestinian Gross Domestic Product and employment.

In an attempt to provide statistical data on the different aspects of this activity,
PCBS has undertaken the Construction-Contractors Survey within the economic
survey series since 1994. PCBS had also started to prepare statistics on building
licenses as of the first quarter of 1996 and also conducted the annual Existing
Buildings Survey starting from the reference year 1996 that covers the informal
sector of construction activities.

Methodology

Statistical data is currently collected for the Construction-Contractors and the
Existing Buildings Surveys on an annual basis. The Construction-Contractors
survey covers all enterprises engaged in construction activities, while a two stage
stratified cluster random sample was used in the Existing Buildings Survey in which
the building is the statistical unit. Regarding the Building Licenses Statistics, data is
currently collected through filling the designated form from the administrative
records of the different official licenses issuing authorities. This was initiated on a
quarterly basis as of the first quarter1996.

Quialified and well-trained fieldworkers meet interviewers. These fieldworkers are
also knowledgeable of the terms pertaining to statistical data and information used in
the designated survey questionnaire. After interviewing, questionnaires are edited
and coded in the office to be ready for data entry. Then preliminary tables of the
survey results are derived. These tables are edited according to consistency
regulations to produce final survey tables.

Data Quality

Construction-Contractors survey:

e Statistical data had been obtained from book keeping registers where it is
available, otherwise interviewers are asked to provide their best estimations.

o Due to the special status of Jerusalem, many difficulties emerged in the data
collection process which affects the response rates and the accuracy of the
statistical data.

o Statistical data are collected according to the currency used by enterprises, and
then all currencies are converted to US$ according to the exchange rates for the
reference year.

Existing Buildings Survey:

o |t was difficult to find the numbers of the buildings that had been placed by the
teams of the 1997 Census, because most of them had been removed or covered.
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e As it was expected, it was difficult for the owners of the buildings to provide
adequate answers, especially for the year when the building was finished and
details of construction costs.

The fieldworkers exerted tremendous efforts to get comprehensive and
accurate data according to the interviewers estimations.

Building Licenses Statistics:
There are important technical notes which should be taken into consideration
when reviewing this report, which are as follows:
— Tables exclude building licenses for those parts of Jerusalem which
were annexed illegally by Israel in 1967, but include licenses for some
villages of Jerusalem Governorate.
— It may be noticed that the details of the value of some indicators may
not add up to its total, due to rounding calculations.

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Industry 3.15

Industry is an important economic sector in the Palestinian Territory. It is similar to
other sectors, contributes effectively and actively to the gross domestic product and
employed labor force. Out of the necessity of providing primary statistical data
about these activities, the PCBS executed a special survey of these activities as part
of the statistical economic survey chain. The Industry Survey provides data about
number of organization, number of employees, compensations of employees, output
values, intermediate consumption, value added, stock values, and assets movements
as well as other economic indicators. The Industry Survey contributes in providing
primary data necessary for preparing national accounts of Palestine and providing
data needed for research and economic analysis purposes. These are also important
for decision makers, planners, and those concerned in the industrial sector.

Methodology

The Industry Survey data are collected annually and periodically, using a single
stage stratified systematic random sample model. Institutions represent the primary
sampling units. The Industry Survey includes the following activities: mining and
quarrying, manufacturing as well as water, gas and electricity supplies. Survey data
are collected via personal interviews of the owners or managers of targeted
institutions. Well-trained and qualified field workers conduct these interviews using
the Survey questionnaire. Then data are edited and encoded in the office to become
ready for entry. Upon data entry completion, preliminary tables are derived. These
tables are edited according to consistency guidelines to reach results for final tables.

Data Quality

Required data for researchers are provided through the institutions’ bookkeeping
records whenever they are available. In cases where organizations do not keep these
records, and usually these are small institutions, respondents were asked to provide
best estimates. Some difficulties arose in collecting required data from survey
institutions in Jerusalem because of its unique status, which affects the Survey
statistical data accuracy. With regard to currency, collecting data is conducted based
on the currency used in each institution. Then all currencies are transformed to US $
according to average exchange rates of a year. Data for the years 2002-2006 do
not include information from that part of Jerusalem which was annexed
forcibly by Israel following its occupation of the West Bank in 1967.
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Tourism 3.16

The importance of tourism statistics lies in determining the volume of contribution
of the tourist sector services in supporting the national economy. These surveys
address the main indicators of the hotel activity and include the number of operating
hotels, number of rooms and beds, room and public facilities in the surveyed hotels,
number of persons engaged in hotels, number of nights in the reference period,
distribution of guests by nationality, and rates of bed occupancy and room
occupancy.

Methodology

Hotel Survey:

Data related to the hotels are collected through a special questionnaire that is kept in
each hotel to be completed for every month according to hotel records. These
questionnaires are collected from all working hotels in the Palestinian Territory and
Jerusalem governorate that comprises 30.5% of the total number of hotels.

Survey Questionnaire:

The questionnaire was designed according to the international standard and
recommendations. The Higher Council for the Arab Tourist Industry and the Arab
Studies Society both contributed to the questionnaire design. The questionnaire was
designed to provide hotel identification data, employed persons by type of work
and sex, number of rooms and beds, number of guests, nationality, and occupancy of
rooms and beds. The questionnaire was thoroughly updated as a result of field
testing, November-December 1995, and subjected to continuous revision; the survey
questionnaire is available on PCBS website.

Coverage:

The survey frame was based on the Population, Housing and Establishments Census
2007 conducted by the PCBS in 2007. This frame undergoes continuous updating,
adding newly established hotels and eliminating closed ones. Hotels, which have
ceased operations due to maintenance or repair activities, are not surveyed until they
become functional again, in view of the significance of the project, and the small
number of hotels operating in Palestine.

Field Work:

The field workers taking part in the implementation of the survey are selected from
experienced staff. Before being recruited, field workers undergo theoretical and
practical training to enable them to carry out their duty properly. Field Work
activities include data collection, developing fieldwork forms and manuals and other
needed tools. Regular data collection rounds are made to collect data from
respondents and in order to ensure precision and accuracy of filled-in data,
particularly regarding guests.
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Office Work Activities:

The completed questionnaires are delivered for office editing after undergoing
necessary field editing. Any faulty questionnaires are returned back to the field.
Upon completion of data editing, the questionnaires undergo a process of
verification and coding accordance to the coding manuals.

Tabulation and Data Processing:

After being edited, verified and coded, the data is entered using a specially designed
data-entry program. Such a program is developed in accordance with pre-designed
tables and in a way that fulfills all survey objectives. Before initiating data entry,
necessary theoretical and practical training sessions are offered to data entry
operators, who are also provided with an instruction manual. The entered data
undergoes electronic editing based on standard editing roles. In addition, random
quality checks is undertaken to ensure error free data entry. Accordingly, a list of
faulty questionnaires is prepared, if needed.

After completing data entry, editing and cleaning, the intended tables are drawn up
according to the pre-designed forms.

Concepts and Definitions:

This section presents the main concepts and definitions used to derive the main
indicators of tourism statistics. These concepts and definitions are based on
international recommendations in the field of tourism statistics, and they are the
same in all subjects in Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics. The main concepts
and expressions mentioned in this report were as follows:

Services activities in the Palestinian Territory are regarded as one of the economic
activities that contribute actively and effectively to the gross domestic product and
employment of labor. Out of the importance of providing primary statistical data
about these activities, the PCBS executed a special survey of these activities as part
of the economic statistical surveys. The Services Survey provides data about the
number of enterprises, number of employees, compensation of employees, values of
output, intermediate consumption, value added, stock value, assets movement as
well as other economic indicators. The Services Survey contributes in providing
primary data necessary for research and economic analysis purposes. These are also
important for decision makers, planners and those interested in internal trade
activities.

Methodology

The Services Survey data is collected annually and periodically. A single stage
stratified systematic random sample model is used. The organization represents the
primary sampling unit. The Services Survey includes:

Hotels & Restaurants

Real estate and business services.

Health & Social work.

Other Social and personal activities.

The Survey data are collected through personal interviews with the owners or
managers of the targeted organizations by well-trained and qualified interviewers
using the designated survey questionnaire. Then these questionnaires are edited and
encoded in the office to become ready for data entry. Upon completion of data entry,
preliminary Survey tables are derived. These tables are edited according to
guidelines of consistency in order to arrive at the final Survey results.

Data Quality

The required data are provided for the researcher through the organization’s
bookkeeping records whenever these are available. In case these organizations do
not keep such records, as most of the small organizations do not, they are required to
provide the best possible estimates. Several difficulties arose in collecting the
required data from the Survey organizations in Jerusalem due to its unique status.
This affected the Survey statistical data accuracy.

With regard to currency, Survey data are collected according to the currency used in
each organization. Afterwards, all currencies are transformed to US $ based on the
average exchange rates for each year. Data do not include those parts of Jerusalem
which were annexed by Israel in 1967.
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National Accounts 3.18

Preparing the national accounts in any country represents the basis of efforts for
preparing integrated and modern economic statistics. National accounts provide a
complete picture of all transactions that occur during a specific period, and give a
compressive picture of the macro economy in any given country. These accounts
include a consistent systematic statistical description for the economy as a whole,
the relationship between different economic sectors, and also the relationship
between the national macro economy and the rest of the world economies. National
accounts perform a two-folded mission in many countries. First, these accounts are
used in monitoring economic performance and policy through monitoring the
current economic interactions among various economic sectors. Second, the data and
the framework of these accounts are used in feeding econometrics models, which in
their turn are utilized in preparing national budgets, macroeconomic planning, and
economic analysis and prediction.

Methodology

The Palestinian national accounts were prepared according to the 1993 System of
National Accounts. This system highlights the most up-to-date internationally
agreed upon bases and standards set forth to prepare coherent and harmonious
accounts for the macro economy. In preparing national accounts, the following are
taken into consideration:

- In terms of sources: Reliance upon
economic surveys, foreign trade statistics,
agricultural statistics, labor force statistics,
Palestinian Expenditure and Consumption
Survey, and administrative records of
international and governmental institutions.

- In terms of methodology: Reliance upon
supply and use tables used in achieving
internal consistency for the detailed data in
terms of activities and goods.

Data Quality

National accounts data quality depends on the quality of its inputs from different
sources. The areas of weakness of these sources pertain to Foreign Trade,
agricultural statistics, as well as the governmental sector. However, using supply and
use tables will minimize the discrepancies among these sources and will put them in
an integrated and internally consistent frame. The modifications that are made to the
data are meant to achieve balance at both levels: supply and use.

With regard to data about Jerusalem, it is always recommended to cautiously handle

such data, here in tables separated from those of the West Bank and Gaza Strip. This
city undergoes unique circumstances that make it difficult to collect and estimate
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these data accurately. Therefore, supply and use tables do not include this
geographical region due to the distortions and difficulties in the budgeting process it
might create. Data for this chapter is adjusted according to the updating from the
source, taking into consideration the differences between the national account’s
exports and imports data compared to external trade and balance of payment data as
a result of different methodologies.

The financial corporations sector is mainly banks, insurance
companies, and auxiliary financial institutions, for example,
money exchangers that maintain a complete set of accounts
for their activities.

The government is an entity established by political processes
which have legislative, judicial or executive authority over
others. In Palestine the Government appears at two levels:
central and local. In the tables, economic activity attributable
to the government sector appears under the item of producers
of government services.

The summary measure of the output or production during a
certain period in time. Estimate of GDP, like the output and
the value added, can vary according to taxes and subsidies
taken into consideration. GDP is usually estimated at market
prices, producers’ prices, or basic prices.

This item equals Gross National Income (GNI) plus net
current transfers from abroad.

income and wealth and who consume certain types of goods
and services collectively, mainly housing and food.
Households are mainly consumers, but they may also be
producers. All economic activity taking place within the
production boundary and not performed by an entity
maintaining a complete set of accounts is considered to be
undertaken in the household sector. In the tables, the activity
labeled private households with employed persons belongs to
the household sector. Households also participate in many of
the remaining activities in the tables, e.g., agriculture and
retail trade.

There are five institutional sectors in the system of national
accounts: government; non-profit institutions serving
households; financial corporations; households; and non-
financial corporations. Accounts are not presented at an
institutional sector level. However, most activities can be
attributed to one or two specific sectors.

It is measured as the value of the exports of goods minus
imports of goods.

The non-financial corporations sector contains all other
entities whose principal activity is production of market
goods and services. They are distinguished from productive
units in the household sector by the fact that they maintain a
complete set of accounts. A considerable part of value added
in the remaining activities is attributable to this sector.

As the name indicates, in spite of producing goods and
services, non-profit institutions do not generate income or
profit for those entities that own them. They may be divided
into three groups: those serving businesses (e.g., a chamber of
commerce which is grouped in the non-financial corporation
sector); those which form part of the government sector (e.g.,
a government-owned hospital) and non-profit institutions
serving households. The latter consists mainly of trade
unions, professional unions, churches, charities and privately
financed aid organizations.

Taxes are compulsory, unrequited payments, in cash or in
kind, paid to the general government.

This item is defined as gross value added at basic prices
minus total compensation of employees (including that
payable to non-residents), minus taxes less subsidies on
products.

Internal trade activities in the Palestinian Territory are regarded as one of the
economic activities that contribute actively and effectively to the gross domestic
product and employment of labor. Due to the importance of providing primary
statistical data about these activities, the PCBS executed a special survey of these
activities as part of the economic statistical surveys. The Internal Trade Survey
provides data about the number of organizations, number of workers, workers’
compensations, production values, intermediate consumption, value added, stock
value, and assets movement, as well as other economic indicators. The Internal
Trade Survey contributes in providing primary data necessary for research and
economic analysis purposes. These are also important for decision makers, planners
and those interested in internal trade activities.

Methodology

The Internal Trade Survey data are collected annually and periodically. A single
stage stratified systematic random sample model is used. The organization
represents the primary sampling unit. The Internal Trade Survey includes:

1. Sale, maintenance and repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles as
well as sale of fuel in retail.

2. Wholesale and commission excluding motor vehicles and motorcycles.

3. Retail trade excluding motor vehicles and motorcycles as well as
repairing personal and household goods.

The survey data are collected through personal interviews with the owners or
managers of the targeted organizations by well-trained and qualified interviewers
using the designated survey questionnaire. Then these questionnaires are edited and
encoded in the office to become ready for data entry. Upon completion of data entry,
preliminary survey tables are derived. These tables are edited according to
guidelines of consistency in order to arrive at the final survey tables.

Data Quality

The required data are provided for the researcher through the organizations’
bookkeeping records whenever these are available. When these organizations do not
keep such records, which is the case with most of the small organizations, they are
required to provide the best possible estimates. Several difficulties arose in
collecting the required data from the survey organizations in Jerusalem due to its
unique status. This affected the survey’s statistical data accuracy.

With regard to currency, survey data are collected according to the currency used in
each organization. Afterwards, all currencies are transformed to US$ based on the
average exchange rate for each year. Data do not include those parts of Jerusalem
which were annexed by Israel in 1967.

Foreign Trade

Since 1995, the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics has been conducting figures
for: foreign trade statistics according to the international standards; main annual
indicators in terms of foreign trade statistics; exports of national origin; re-exports
by country of destination; exported goods based on Broad Economic Categories
(BEC); as well as net trade balance with world countries. The output data is used in
preparing national accounts, the food balance sheet and the balance of payments.
They are also used in all National Palestinian Authority ministries, institutions, and
agencies as well as for researchers and scholars.

Methodology

Most countries depend on the customs declaration in supervising the real flow of
goods during reference periods. However, and due to the unique and special
conditions of the Palestinian Territory, the PCBS depended on clearance invoices for
the value added tax in the Ministry of Finance as the primary source for data
pertaining to trade transaction with Israel. It also relied on the Israeli custom
declarations with other countries for goods with the last destination as the
Palestinian Territory, in addition to other sources.

The data of this chapter does not include figures for that part of Jerusalem which
was annexed forcibly by Israel following it is occupation of West Bank in 1967.

Data Quality

Data provides semi-complete coverage for all exports and imports of fresh
agricultural products of the Palestinian Territory with Israel as provided by the
source. These data do not include unsupervised goods in commercial exchanges with
Israel. These comprise nearly 20% of total exchanges according to the estimates of
the Palestinian Ministry of Finance and other analysis and research institutes. It is
also noticeable that imports and exports with Israel include indirect imports and
exports with world countries due to the absence of including the country of origin or
destination in clearance invoice. This means that the Palestinian imports from Israel
do not necessarily originate from Israel. Also, Palestinian exports to Israel include
the Palestinian exports to world countries via Israel. It is necessary to take into
consideration the differences between national account’s exports and imports data
compared to external trade and balance of payment data as a result of different
methodologies used for each program. The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics
advises to use the numbers cautiously as they are based on various statistical data
sources and different mechanisms adopted by each data source.
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Balance of Payments

The Balance of Payments (BoP), which determines the economic transactions
between residents and nonresidents in a certain period of time, is considered to be
the peak of efforts in preparing systematic economic statistics. It conveys detailed
information on receipts and payments as well as changes in financial assets and
liabilities between the domestic economy and the rest of the world. This is
necessary to monitor economic performance in general, and to derive the essential
data necessary to compile the Rest of the World Account as a part of Palestinian
National Accounts. Also it is considered as a main part of International Investment
Position components. The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) and
Palestine Monetary Authority (PMA) prepare the (BoP), to help policy makers,
investors, economists, researchers and others in the field of planning and improving
economic policies with the rest of the world to serve the national economy.

Methodology

The Balance of Payments compilation and data collection process depend on various
sources, which include:
1. Internal sources: Reliance on the economic surveys,
foreign trade statistics, labors force survey, population
statistics, banks survey, price index and Palestinian
expenditure and consumption survey.
2. External sources: Reliance on ministries, consulates and
representatives, non-governmental organizations, and
related national institutions.

The questionnaires, which are used in this survey, took into account meeting the
needs of compiling the Balance of Payments and the Rest of the World Account. 12
forms of questionnaires for administrative records were used, one for each similar
group of data sources. Those data, which were collected from surveys,
administrative records and other sources, provide an economic database. Coding,
classifications and tabulation are according to the IMF Manual (fifth edition)
recommendations.

Data Quality

It is important in designing the computerized files to provide the ability to discover
entry or processing mistakes. Each file contains an accurate check system page for
the data entry. In the case of balance of payments outcomes, however, which depend
on different surveys and related administrative records, the data quality of these
sources play a vital role in balance of payments outcomes data quality. The variety
in data sources lead to many results for the same variable because of the multiple
methods which are used in every source. In addition, there are differences in
defining the residency concept among the balance of payments manual
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recommendations and the definition used in banks and some local institutions which
is considered as an important factor for biased data, and in reflecting the economic
situation.

The main problem in data coverage in the Palestinian Territory is due to the absence
of PNA control on borders with Israel, and also non response of many institutions,
especially the diplomatic missions and some international agencies, concerning
supporting their transactions with the rest of the world. This causes many
difficulties in the coverage of economic transactions especially with the Israeli
economy, taking into consideration the differences between the national account’s
exports and imports data compared to external trade and balance of payment data as
a result of different methodologies.

All commodities, goods and services, which are totally
manufactured by local factories or change their shape
and value, to be exported outside the country after the
customs clearances.

International economic developments are among the most important factors that may
speed the execution of financial transactions such as money transfers, banking
facilities, goods insurance and other financial transactions. The need for financial
transactions was not to be realized without creating a specialized activity to conduct
these transactions represented by financial intermediation activities. These changes
affected financial activities in the Palestinian Territory especially after the signing of
the peace agreements, which contributed in realizing a form of stability at the
economic and political levels. As a result, numerous new institutions and branches
were established. This led to increasing the efficiency of financial and insurance
activities in the Palestinian economy, as well as absorbing many in the Palestinian
labor force. However, the current changes in the political and economic situation
directly affect output and employment in finance and insurance sectors. The Finance
and Insurance Survey provides a great deal of data and economic indicators
pertaining to finance and insurance activities of several institutions, number of
laborers, workers’ compensations, production values, intermediate consumption,
value added, assets transfer and other indicators. The main objective of collecting
financial and insurance data is providing necessary data to prepare the national
accounts of Palestine, implementing and supervising the effect of financial and
economic policies meant to analyze the macro economy and for research, as well as
providing necessary data for decision makers, planners and those interested in
financial and insurance activities.

Methodology

Financial and insurance data are collected annually. A comprehensive listing model
that covered all organizations working in financial and insurance activities in the
Palestinian Territory was used. These organizations include Palestinian Monitory
Authority, Islamic and commercial banks, other credit institutions, Palestine
securities exchange and stock market brokers, and insurance companies and agents.
The survey data are collected through personal interviewing where the researcher
interviews the workers in the organization to obtain the final accounts. Afterwards,
these accounts are analyzed in the office. The data are completed on a specialized
questionnaire that includes all information and data that accomplish survey
objectives in concordance with the most current international guidelines in this
respect, especially national account system SNA93. This is done according to the
reference year of all organizations that provide these data. In case the questionnaire
data were difficult to complete based on final accounts due to lack of clarity in one
of the items or due to lack of details, interested parties are re-interviewed to inquire
about such items.

Required data are provided to the fieldwork staff through
bookkeeping records of all organizations the survey covered. This
excludes the money exchangers and insurance agents.

There are no Arab banks, financial institutions, or insurance
companies in Jerusalem or its suburbs. Thus there are no available
data on that part of Jerusalem which was annexed forcibly by
Israel in 1967.

The 1997-2007 surveys did not cover money exchangers and
insurance agents due to the decrease in their production value
compared to the total value of the financial intermediation
activities shown in 1995 and 1996 survey rounds. Including them
in the survey will raise its cost dramatically. It is possible to
estimate the important economic variables for these products by
resorting to 1997-2006 survey rounds.

The survey data are collected based on the currency that was used
by the organization. Afterwards, all these currencies are
transformed to US$ according to the average exchange rate for
each year.

Environmental data are regarded amongst the primary statistical fields that received
more attention in the last decade. These data constitute an informational tool for
public debate, planning and developing relevant policies. This area occupies a
significant status in the Palestinian Territory due to the paucity of such
environmental data.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics worked hard to provide accurate
statistical data pertaining to water resources, highlighting the available amounts of
water in the Palestinian Territory. PCBS attempts to make these data the basis for
analytical studies about Palestinian legitimate rights and their water needs for
development.

With regard to energy, relevant data are one of the most important issues for
decision makers in any given country. These data provide an indicator of the
country’s development and progress. They also provide those working in the energy
field with indicators about the demand for energy of all types, in order to enable the
concerned parties to work on providing the country’s energy needs.

Methodology

In collecting these data, administrative records of the Palestinian Water Authority
were relied upon. These data were processed and tabulated. The mechanism of
collecting data pertaining to energy of all types is contingent on two sources: the
administrative records of companies and organization working in the energy field in
the Palestinian Territory as well as relevant energy surveys. The periodicity of these
data differs based on origin and nature of data. Some of these are monthly, other are
seasonal or annual.

Data relevant to household solid wastes and sewage water data are collected through
the Household Environmental Survey that was executed as a component of the
Labor Force Survey in the Second quarter of 2008. The solid waste data pertaining
to communities were completed during the Local Community Survey, 2008. Data of
health care wastes produced by health care centers were obtained from the health
care environmental survey 2007. Meteorological data were collected from the
meteorological stations’ administrative records. Data of economical establishments
were collected by the environmental economic survey, which is implemented in
2008. This survey provides data about the environment of the economical
establishments such as water, wastewater, solid waste and the problems faced during
Al-Agsa intifada.
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Data Quality

There are some technical observations pertaining to the enclosed data. The price of
water purchased from the Israeli Water Company (Mekerot) is the import price.
Also all data for the Jerusalem governorate mentioned in the water related tables,
exclude those parts of Jerusalem which were annexed by Israel in 1967.

There is also a discrepancy in the real total number of communities as included in
the tables. This discrepancy is a result of excluding some communities which
depended on other larger communities at the time of data collection, when these
communities were vacant.

Most data pertaining to petroleum and its products were derived mainly from the
administrative records of the Palestinian Petroleum Authority. Remaining data were
covered by resorting to the bills of the Ministry of Finance.

The most important indicators for the Palestinian Territory were taken from the
annual reports, 1996-2005. A complete set of data was not available since the data
published in the Yearbook covers only production quantities, while Palestinian
Territory indicators concern consumption.

The environmental section relied on different data sources that vary in quality, while
the households surveys (energy, environment, and economic) relied on a sample.
Thus, like any other survey, it has sampling errors that can be estimated and
measured. But it also has non-sampling errors that are difficult to measure and error
origins such as researcher, respondent or programmer cannot be determined.

The data of the Local Community Survey are free from sampling errors and thus
have a high quality due to using a compressive listing method. Here, data for all
communities were gathered. Finally, data of meteorological conditions lack
comprehensiveness.

The Palestinian Central Bureau recognized the importance of providing official
statistics on the information and communications technology sector and measuring
the trends and progress in gaining knowledge and the ability of the Palestinian
society to integrate into this sector; it will represent a significant sector for the
Palestinian economy.

Methodology

Basically, the tables of this chapter were extracted from two data sources. The first
data source was the series of economic surveys and households surveys for
information and communications technology, the latest of which was the Household
Survey on Information and Communications Technology 2006. The second was the
administrative records through which forms are provided to institutions that produce
these data, and the institutions answer these forms annually based on their database.

Data Quality
The dataset underwent a series of check processes to minimize mistakes and to
reduce their impact. Major efforts have been made through intensive training of

fieldworkers on how to conduct interviews. Training was also conducted for data
entry and the data program was examined based on a pilot study.
