establishment, provided its inputs, workers, wages, new fixed assets are separable, 
i.e. constitutes a branch. 

A single questionnaire is completed for the establishment if the branches keep no records. 
However, if the branches keep separate records and practice activities similar or different from 
those practiced in the main center, then its questionnaire undergoes completion in coordination 
with the main center. 

 
Enterprise (Project): Economic entity capable of possessing assets and liabilities; 
Practicing economic activities and conducting transaction with other parties and can 
Provide complete of profits and losses, preparing balance sheet at the end of the year to 
the main secondary activities practiced.   
 
 
 
 

 
 

 

Workers: They are of two categories: 
• Unpaid enterprise owners or family members. 
•  Paid workers weather they are permanent, temporary or working for establishment. 

 Excluded are trainees, those in unpaid vacations and members of board of directors.  
 

Establishment: An enterprise or a branch producing a single group of goods (with the 
possibility of having ancillary production activities), provided enough data are available 
for calculating operation surplus. 
 
  
 

  

 
Wages and Salaries in Cash: All wages given to employees during the survey year in 
addition to allowances, rewards, overtime, the thirteenth and fourteenth month salaries 
before applying any deductions, e.g. insurance, tax...etc.
